Call to Order: 4:00 PM

1. Welcome/Introductions:

Jackie Slabaugh welcomed everyone to the Administration of Justice Advisory Board, Introductions of members and guests were done.

2. Approval of Fall, 2003 Minutes: 

A motion was made by Dr. Ely to accept the minutes from the October 15, 2003 meeting.  
Chief Rose seconded. 

The motion to accept the minutes was unanimously passed. 

3. ROP Report/Enrollment

Jackie Slabaugh represented the Tri-Valley ROP at this meeting. She referred to a fact sheet containing the schedule of classes and locations.

She called on the following ROP instructors to give their reports:  Floyd Gill and Scott Rohovit. 

Officer Scott Rohovit (Amador High) reported that his class of 27 is a good, motivated group and they just went on a field trip to Alcatraz, which turned out to be a good trip for the students.

Officer Rohovit added that the class final would be a crime scene investigation. He shared some examples of crime scene investigations that he has done in his class. Class discussions include discussions cover crime scene photography to diagramming a crime scene. After all aspects of a crime scene investigation have been discussed, then Officer Rohovit will set up a crime scene in a hotel. The students are then paired into groups to document the crime scene using all the facets of the crime scene tools discussed in class. Then they will present to the class what they think happened in the crime scene. He said the students really get involved and they have fun applying the tools they learned in class.

Floyd Gill reported that this year’s students are very motivated and added that he has 6 traveling students from Foothill High School. They continue to show great interest in the television program CSI and his plan for a staged crime scene was very successful and exciting for the students. His students have been introduced to the aspects of writing search warrants and police reports.
Jackie noted that the enrollment numbers for next year were very high at 35 and that was good but may need to cut some of the enrollment because that would be more than what the classroom can accommodate.

Brochures/Catalogs

Jackie added that the materials to market this class is geared towards a different grade level ,that it appeals to the High School student in terms of literature, language and pictures used. The brochures and course catalog are different than what the college may have.

Dr. Ely inquired on the marketing of this class as a concern that the course material is equal to the college course and not that different as far as articulation.

Jackie responded with the Articulation Committees that have been established that the materials and articulation would be sure to remain coordinated with the college.

4. College Report to the Board:

Dr. Ely offered all in attendance the following “Gifts of Appreciation”:

· A voucher good for two tickets to any Las Positas College Performing Arts event on campus.  The vouchers must be redeemed at the LPC Bookstore 24 hours prior to the event you wish to attend.

· An application to receive an LPC Library Card.  Forms were distributed.  They should be completed and returned to Frances Hui in the LPC Learning Resource Center.

· The college is offering a new parking pass to Advisory Board members that are good through 2005.  Vehicle registration information is required, and Board members should see Sharon Steele, Interim Administrative Assistant to Dr. Ely, after the meeting in order to get their parking passes.

A. Course Enrollments:

Dr. Ely referred to the Spring 2004 schedule and enrollments. Overall, enrollment has been pretty solid. The two sections of AJ 50 offered this Spring were full. The enrollment information was handed out to the members.

Dr. Ely reviewed Spring 2004 enrollments for our Administration of Justice courses.  Currently, enrollment figures are:

Dr. Ely referred to the Fall courses which will include the two sections of Intro. to Administration of Justice and the Spring schedule will include a Sex Crime Investigation class and he anticipates good response.

The Summer / Fall 2004 schedule is available to the members. The 2004-2006 course catalogs will be available around May 10th.

B. Budget Update:

Dr. Ely reported that college is still waiting to see what comes from the new administration in Sacramento with the May revise. There is still a concern about what will happen in 2004 – 2005. Although, Las Positas compared to other colleges seems to be in pretty good shape.

C. Enrollment Management

Dr. Ely mentioned the result of The College Enrollment Management Committee (CEMC) has allowed the addition of a couple of AJ classes like the 2 sections of AJ 50. It allows some flexibility to offset some of the lower enrolled classes with bigger classes elsewhere.

D. Measure B:

Dr. Ely announced that Measure B did pass, which is a half billion-dollar bond issue. This is the 3rd largest Community College Bond in the history of the state. Las Positas will get half and Chabot will receive the other half, which will allow for expansion of the college.

E. Report to the Board:

Mark reported that he would be attending a Homeland Security conference in preparation for development in a Homeland Security college course.

Mark handed out a course outline for the Youth Outreach Proposal. This actually started with the concern of Chief Krull about finding qualified applicants that have not committed acts that disqualify them from consideration. This program will be started for the first time next fall with East Ave School in Livermore through the PAL program.

Enrollment has stayed steady and he is starting to wrap up the semester. Class brochures will be available soon in full color and tri-fold.

Mark briefly talked about future plans for developing a program at San Jose State for a Forensics class that they do not have right now. This is a joint venture of Steven Lee, formerly of the DOJ Crime Lab, and Stan Hitomi, University of California, Davis, and the interest and possibility of the 2+2 program.

Dr. Ely advised that we do need to get in contact with the appropriate people and find out what we need to do once this comes about.

F. Concurrent Enrollment

Dr. Ely noted that concurrent enrollment would be back this summer; this was not offered last summer. The summer program is back up to speed. There are some specific criteria that is required and detailed in the catalog. College applications are due to the college by May 12, concurrent enrollment students get to register starting June 1st and concurrent enrollment students for the Fall will their applications are due by June 21 and then they can register on Aug. 4th. The application needs to be signed by a Principal.

G. 2+2 Program
Dr. Ely explained that there are two kinds of 2+2 classes, one of which is articulation    and the other is called credit by exam. An articulation class is one were there is no college credit given but that class can be used to fill a prerequisite requirement. The credit by exam process will allow someone to receive college credit noted on his or her transcript.
